— The highlight of the Singapore International Water Week is the Lee Kuan
Yew Water Prize. This award honours outstanding contributions towards
solving global water elther applying revolutionary g
or innovative policies and programmes which benefit humanity.

The prestigious Water Prize is named after Singapore's first Prime Minister
and present Minister Mentor Lee Kuan Yew, who through his foresight and
leadership has enabled Singapore fo attain a sustainable water supply.
The winner receives $$300,000,an award certificate and a gold medallion.

As sole sponsor for the Lee Kuan Yew Water Prize, the Singapore Millennium Foundation, a

philanthropic body supported by Temasek Holdings. has pledged $$1.5 million over five years

from 2008.

The Lee Kuan Yew Water Prize 2009 was
awarded to Professor Gatze Lettinga from The
Netherlands for his environmentally-sustainable
solution for the treatment of used water using
anaerobic technology. He was selected
from among 39 nominations from 19 countries
which covered a wide spectrum of solutions,
including new disciplines in water research
and applications. Canadian researcher and
successful technopreneur, Dr Andrew Benedek
